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Downloading Files from the Internet

Step 1:

1. From the Start menu choose My Documents to open the My Documents folder.

2. Right-click in the white space (between folders) and choose the New/Folder option.

3. A new folder is created with a default name of “New Folder”, and is ready for editing so you can create the name of the folder.

4. Type Images and press the Enter key.

5. You now have a folder named Images in your My Documents folder.  You’ll use this folder in the next section of the exercise to store downloaded images from the Internet.

Step 2:

1. Open the Internet browser program Internet Explorer.

2. In the Address bar, type www.timeforkids.com/tfk , then press the Enter key.
3. Click on the Kid Scoops link on the navigation bar across the middle of the timeforkids.com/tfk web page.

4. Select one of the five news stories from this page.

5. If there is a picture in the article, right-click on it and choose Save Picture As… from the shortcut menu.

6. Look at the Save In: drop down list box at the top of the Save Picture dialog box.  If it shows the My Pictures folder, click the Up One Level button on the toolbar of the Save Picture dialog box.

7. You should now be in the My Documents folder.
8. Double-click the Images folder.  (Created in Step 1 above)
9. NOTE:  Before you click the Save button, take note of the file type your file will be saved as.  What is the file extension your image file will be saved as? ______
10. Click the Save button to save the image to your Images folder.

11. What is the name of the file you downloaded?
