How to Specify the Reading Counts Database

For some unknown reason, Reading Counts may have lost the link information to the central student database on the server.  This occurs when opening Reading Counts or SRI.  You will see a notice window pop up over the Reading Counts welcome screen shown below.  Please follow these directions for correcting the problem and pointing Reading Counts or SRI back to the central student database on the server.
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Instructions:

1. If you have received the above notice, click the OK button.

2. You should then receive the Locate Database window as shown next.

3. Click the Network button in the bottom right corner of the Locate Database window.

4. The Map Network Drive window will display.  (show below)
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5. If necessary, click the Drive drop-down list arrow and select drive Z:

6. Press the Tab key on your keyboard or left-click in the Folder drop-down list box.

7. Type the following line of text precisely as it is spelled:

\\mceserver1\schlastc

8. Be sure there is a check mark in the check box labeled “Reconnect at logon”.

9. Click the Finish button to complete this procedure.  You will be returned to the Locate Database window.

10. Use the scrollbar in the Folders: list box to scroll down and locate the folder named SMS_Data.

11. Select the SMS_Data folder by left-clicking once on the folder name.

12. Click the OK button.

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14. Click the OK button again.  Reading Counts should now be able to access the student database on the server and the Login Window will display next as below.
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15. You can now proceed as normal and have the student log in to Reading Counts or SRI.
